1/22.  Apologies for Absence 
There were none.
 
2/22.  Declaration of interest and dispensations
There were none.

3/22.  To agree the Minutes of the meeting dated the 7th of April 2022.
The minutes were proposed by Cllr Watkins and seconded by Cllr Patrick, all agreed they are a true and accurate record of the meeting.  They were duly signed by the Chairman

4/22. Matters arising.
Play Area – the Clerk will produce a draft plan of ideas to add more swings and a basketball hoop at the Play Area at Stour Provost.									                Action – Clerk
Recreation Area – the Chairman expressed how nice the new fencing and gate looks.  It was also reported that a representative from the Cricket Club has asked if they can staple smaller gauge wire in front of the Stock fencing to help prevent the cricket ball from going through the Stock fencing.  After debate, it was noted that the Stock fencing was used as the Parish Council had to consider the wildlife.  It was agreed to suggest back to the Cricket Club that they use fruit cage netting to hang over the areas of the fencing so that after their matches, it can be removed.  The matter of the increase of rabbits was also discussed and the Clerk will see what actions can be taken to reduce the number of rabbits on the recreation field.
Maintenance for graveyard in Stour Row – Some of the Councillor met at the new Stour Row graveyard and agreed that it does require some maintenance on the path, fencing and foulage/trees.  The Clerk is waiting for a contractor to come back with a date to meet on site for a quote for the works.  It was also noted that if any residents in the village would like to come forward to help with this project, to contact the Clerk or the Chairman.
Pavilion – the Pavilion needs some maintenance in the showers and kitchen area as well as a good tidy up.  The Clerk suggested to ask local residents and local contractors to help with this project and it would be very costly to get a building firm in.  The Chairman will speak to a local handyman to see if he would be interested in this job.

5/22.Officers report:
Rights of way/trees liaison officer – as Dorset Council no longer send out tree application to the Parish Council, there is not need for a tree liaison officer, but if any residents are concerned over any tree works taking place, please contact the Clerk who will ensure Dorset Council tree officers are aware of it.  Dorset Council rangers are responsible for the rights of way in the villages, but again, if any members of the public come across any issues with the footpaths, please report it to the Clerk, who will contact Dorset Council rangers.  
Pavilion and playing field matters – Discussed under matters arising
Stour Row church and churchyard – The Church at Stour Row had been sold and the new owners are living locally whilst the renovations to the church take place.
Representative to Village Hall – Cllr Patrick reported that Stour Provost Village Hall is used very well and are offering coffee morning 1st Wednesday of each month, which raises money for charity.  Every two months tickets will be on sale to come and listen to a speaker giving talks on different subjects of interest.  Please keep an eye out for the posters advertising these events.
Environment Team – Cllr Morisetti reported the following:
· 21 households have expressed an interest in having PV panels and batteries fitted and most have been surveyed and work has commenced.  The average discount is £1000.00 per household.  This is a localised version of Solar Streets https://thegreengroupuk.com/solar-streets.  The intention to give other villages in the parish the same opportunity. It was also noted that details can be found on the following link for free insulation for free insulation contact Ridgeway Energy: https://www.healthyhomesdorset.org.uk/
· A quote has been received for PV panels and batteries for Stour Row village hall.  Even if it is unlikely that users of the hall would use the power generated, as discussed in the webinar with Dorset Community Action and Low Carbon Dorset, generating power locally and reducing the carbon footprint of the village hall could be seen as a benefit to the community.
· Dorset Council’s Planning permission for PV panels in conservation areas has recently been reviewed and updated on their website which clarifies permission is not required unless the panels are visible from the highways (either ground mounted or on a roof)
· A zoom meeting was held offering advice on heat pumps.  Unfortunately, this was not well attended and perhaps more personal meetings would attract a higher attendance.
· Dorset Green Open Homes took place over the first two weekends of October, which was supported by Dorset Council and fun by Dorset Climate Action Network.  This gave the opportunity for local residents to visit local open homes in Stour Provost, Marnhull, Gillingham and Shaftesbury and find out more about renewable energy and sustainable living.
The Clerk had tabled the planning applications received from May 2022 to October 2022 as below:
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Cllr Wilkins reported that the grit bins are all full.  Cllr Patrick reported that one of the notice boards stand it loose at the base, the Chairman will ask the handyman to have a look.

6/22.   To consider budget and precept for 2023/2024
The Clerk had tabled a proposed budget for 2023/2023, which was agreed and due to the living crisis, the proposed increase of £500.00 in the precept was reconsidered as some unurgent projects can be held off for a while until the crises is resolved.  Therefore, it was proposed by the Chairman that the precept will remine the same as 2022-2023 at £4600.00, this was seconded by Cllr Morisetti and all agreed.
