3/25.  To agree the Minutes of the meeting dated the 3rd of April 2025.

RESOLVED: that the minutes were approved and signed by the Vice-Chairman (3/25)

4/25. Matters arising.
Update: The Millennium Green and Woods project – Cllr Matcham reported that work is continuing on the Millennium green, more wildflowers and spring bulbs will be planted to try and increase colour on the green.  A few dates will be circulated to local residents asking for their help for planting.
Update: Flooding on Red Lane – This matter has still not been resolved.  After debate it was agreed for the Clerk to contact Dorset Council to request the large drain cleaner, not the small one.  The Clerk will also escalate the residents’ complaints to the Head of Highway at Dorset Council and involve the flood team for them to investigate why Red Lane is suffering from flooding every time it rains heavily.										Action - Clerk Update: On provision of a defibrillator for the village – The Clerk will look into funding for a defibrillator that does not require hard wiring, so that other areas in the village can be looked at to position it.				Action - Clerk
Update: Reordering of St Andrew’s Church – Work on the Church roof is forthwith, and the proposal for reordering the Church is still be progressed forward.
Consider: Marnhull Neighbourhood Plan – Cllr Matcham reported that Marnhull have produced a Neighbourhood Plan which will be put forward for approval for spring 2026.  Dorset Council have produced their draft Local Plan for Dorset.  This consultation is open to the general public or comments.  It was advised that residents should have a look at the plan and if they have any comments or concerns, to forward them to the Clerk before the 30th of October.  Details are available at https://www.dorsetcouncil.gov.uk/planning-buildings-land/planning-policy/dorset-council-local-plan. 
Stours Parish Council have sent their objections to the draft Local Plan regarding the Parishes withing the Stour PC. Cllr Matcham reminded residents to report any dangerous driving, near misses or accidents to Dorset Council using https://www.dorsetcouncil.gov.uk/news/tell-us-about-small-collisions-or-near-misses-to-help-us-target-road-improvements, this data can be used for evidence to help Dorset Council target areas that need road improvements.
Cllr Matcham reported that Dorset Council have approved reducing the speed limit on the crossroads at Stour Provost from 60MPH to 40MPH and some areas in the village will now have a 20MPH limit.  The Parish Council will continue to work with Dorset Council on the proposal of changing the speed limit from East Stour Crossroads, to Marnhull, to 40MPH.
To agree: Budget for 2026-2027 – the Clerk tabled the proposed budget/precept for just the running cost of Todber Parish.  After debate it was agreed that Todber’s precept will remain at £2900.00.
		RESOLVED: to keep the precept for Todber Parish the same at £2900.00 for 2026-2027 (4/25 – budget)
Any other matters:  A member of the public asked if there is any update on Bartletts running their business from Todber.  There has been not further update to date.
