1/26.  Apologies for Absence

2/26.  Declaration of interest and dispensations

3/26.  To agree the Minutes of the meeting dated the 8th of October 2025.

4/26. Matters arising.
Update on proposed speed limit change on the B3092 and within the Stour Provost – Cllr Patrick reported that the roundels have been painted on the B3092 at the crossroads of Stour Provost, for the 40MPH zone, and roundels have been painted in the village for the 20MPH zone.  The legal speed limit signs on the verges are still to be installed.  Cllr Mitcham reported that he will continue to push for a 40MPH limit on the B3092 from East Stour to Marnhull.
Update on new play equipment for Stour Provost – The Clerk will obtain quotes for the proposed update of the Play Area, which has been agreed by some of the residents in Stour Provost.
Update on new noticeboard for Stour Provost - Cllr Patrick reported that the new noticeboard has been delivered and with help from a local resident will be in situ the end of this week.
Update on proposals for the Pavillion in Stour Provost – The Clerk have not received any further quotes for the works that have been proposed by the Cricket Club, to apply for grants for the works.
Speed limits – a member of the public asked if it would be possible to extend the 30MPH speed limit further down Green Lane.  After further discussions, it was agreed to request the Parish Council speak to Dorset Council Road Safety team to inquire what measures could be used to help reduce the speeding in the village and the possibility of extending existing speed limits.  This will include possible sites for a SID (speed indicator device).                                        Action - Clerk
The Chairman reported that she had received an email, suggesting that that Parish Council advertise the Parish and Parish Council meetings on local social media.  It was noted that the Parish Council have a very good website, where all the meeting dates, agenda’s and minutes are published.  The Chairman agreed that she would put the dates of the meetings on local WhatsApp group before the meetings take place.  Cllr Patrick also agreed to put a note with meeting dates on Stour Provost social media before the meetings.
